
We further note that the committee's interpretation of Agenda item 6 
was to dilute it to a consideration of possible principles rather than 
substantive negotiation.

The U.D.U.P. continues to reserve its position as far as all the 
proceedings of this committee are concerned since its negotiators 
withdrew from the table. The U.D.U.P. note that consideration of 
these fundamental issues has not led to any criticism of the deplorable 
security policies presently employed nor' the adoption of any 
principles placing a duty upon delegations to encourage support for 
the Crown forces in Northern Ireland and urge recruitment to those 
forces.
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
